 Our annual SEAM blood 
drive at St. Andrew will 
be held Monday, June 6, 
2011 in the fellowship 
hall, from 3 PM -8 
PM.  Summer is always a 
challenging time to col-
lect blood, but the need 

for blood never goes away.  Every 2 sec-
onds someone in the U.S. needs blood, 
and more than 38,000 blood donations 
are needed every day. 
Here are some facts about the blood do-
nation process: 
*Donating blood is a safe process. A sterile 
needle is used only once for each donor 
and then discarded. 
*Blood donation is a simple 4 step proc-
ess: registration, medical history and mini 
physical, 
donation and refreshments. 
*Every blood donor is given a mini-
ǇƘȅǎƛŎŀƭΣ ŎƘŜŎƪƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ ŘƻƴƻǊΩǎ ǘŜƳǇŜǊŀπ
ture, blood pressure, pulse and hemoglo-
bin to ensure it is safe for the donor to 
give blood. 
*  The actual blood donation typically takes 
less than 10-12 min. The entire process, 
from the time you arrive to the time you 
leave, takes about an hour and 15 min. 
*The average adult has about 10 pints of 
blood in his body. Roughly 1 pint is given 

people who don't give blood are: "Never 
thought about it" 
and "I don't like needles." 
*One donation can help save the lives of 
up to three people. 
*Half of R.C. donors are male, and half are 
female. 
*Only 7% of people in the U.S. have O- 
negative blood type. O-negative blood 
type donors are universal donors as their 
blood can be given to people of all blood 
types. 
*Type O-negative blood is needed in 
emergencies before the patients blood 
type is known and with newborns who 
need blood. 
*Forty five percent of people in the U.S. 
have Type O (positive or negative) blood. 
*Only 3 percent of people in the U.S. have 
AB-positive blood type. AB-positive type 
blood donors are universal donors of 
plasma, which is often used in emergen-
cies, for newborns and for patients requir-
ing massive transfusions. 
*Share of the U.S. population eligible to 
give blood: Less than 38 percent. 
*Blood cannot be manufactured - it can 
only come from generous donors.
