STEWARDSHIP: Stewards of Life Abundant 
In a booklet, “Stewards in the Household of God,” pre-
pared by Doris R. Powell, the November unit speaks of 
“Stewards of  Life Abundant, Transformative 
Generosity.” 
 

Two verses from Holy scripture are lifted up: 
1) I came that they may have life, and have 
it abundantly (John 10:10) and 2) Con trib-
ute a freewill offering in proportion to the 
blessing that you have received from the 
Lord your God ( Deuteronomy 16:10). 
 

The Bible starts out with a liturgy of abun-
dance—a song of praise for God’s generos-
ity.  It keeps saying, “It is good, it is good, it is very 
good.”  Filled with God’s generosity, Jesus went around 
to people suffering from scarcity—of health, of accep-
tance, of power, of understanding—and replaced with a 
gift of abundance. 

“Jesus is well-schooled in the transformative generosity 
of God and the conviction that if you share bread with 

your neighbor, the world will be made new.  
He knows generosity isn’t something you 
just think about, it’s something you do.” 
 

“Stewardship presumes blessing and abun-
dance.  Jesus sums up the purpose of his 
ministry this way: that we ‘may have life 
and have it abundantly.’  The real work of 
stewardship is the work of generosity in the 
spirit of Jesus.  Our job is discernment of 
the ways in which all of us, including the 

church, already have ‘far more than we can ask for or 
imagine.’ “

Stroke is the third leading cause of death in the U.S., after 
heart disease and cancer. Each year, approximately 
700,000 Americans suffer a new or recurrent stroke. Of 
these, more than 150,000 die. That's one stroke every 45 
seconds and one death about every 3 minutes, according to 
the Nat. Stroke Assoc. If you've had a stroke or have heart 
disease, it's very important for you and your family members 
to make lifestyle changes now to reduce your risk. 
 

What is stroke? 
A stroke occurs when a blood vessel carrying oxygen and 
nutrients to the brain develops a clot or bursts. Brain cells 
die when they no longer receive oxygen and nutrients from 
the blood or when there is sudden bleeding into or around 
the brain. 
 

Types of stroke 
Clot (ischemic) - An ischemic stroke occurs when an artery 
supplying blood to the brain is greatly narrowed or blocked 
by a clot. 
Rupture (hemorrhagic) - Hemorrhagic stroke occurs when a 
blood vessel in the brain ruptures. The vessel spills blood 
into nearby brain tissue, which damages the cells. Other 
brain cells die because their normal blood supply is cut off. 
 

Act F.A.S.T. to save lives 
Know the stroke warning signs 
Face  - Ask the person to smile 
     Warning sign - One side of the face does not move as 
 well as the other 
Arms  - Ask the person to raise both arms 
     Warning sign - One arm does not move or one arm drifts. 
Speech - Ask the person to repeat a simple sentence such 
 as "You can't teach an old dog new tricks" 
            Warning sign - Person slurs words or cannot speak. 
Time -   Find out when the person was last observed well. 
 

If someone you know is experiencing one or more of these 
warning signs, call 911 immediately. 

Transient ischemic attack 
If symptoms disappear within 20 minutes, that person has 
had a mini-stroke or TIA. TIAs are a serious warning sign of 
a larger stroke. TIAs should not be ignored. More than one-
third of those who have a TIA will have a stroke in the fu-
ture. 
 

Stroke risk factors 
What risk factors can be controled or treated? 
High blood pressure - Treat it. 
Tobacco use - Quit smoking 
Diabetes mellitus - Control it. 
Carotid or other artery disease - Manage it. 
 

What are the risk factors you can't change? 
Increasing age 
Gender - More common in men 
Heredity and race - risk is greater if a parent, grandparent or 
sibling has had a stroke  
Prior stroke or heart attack, Atrial fibrillation, TIA Sickel cell 
disease, High blood cholesterol, Physical inactivity and obe-
sity, Excessive alcohol, Some illegal drugs - cocaine, am-
phetamines and heroin 
 
How can I help prevent a stroke? 
Healthier lifestyles play a big part in helping decrease the 
likelihood of suffering a stroke. 
Here are the steps to take: 
* Don't smoke 
*Improve your eating habits 
*Exercise regularly 
*Take medicine as directed 
*Get your blood pressure checked and control it if it's high  
*Maintain a healthy weight. 
*Decrease your stress level 
*Seek emotional support when it's needed. 
*Have regular medical checkups.     
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Because of the wide availability of flu shots and l ack of participation in last year’s Clinic, we will  not be 
able to have the Clinic this year.  We encourage everyone to get their flu shots at their Primary Care  doc-
tor or local clinic or pharmacy.  The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention do recommend the flu 
shot for EVERYONE, but especially people at high risk for flu complications—young children, pregnant 
women, people with chronic health conditions like a sthma, diabetes or heart and lung disease and peo-
ple 65 years and older. 



 

Do you like to read historical fiction?  The Kentucky au-
thor, Bobbie Mason, has a new novel on the best seller list 
called “The Girl In The Blue Beret”.   Inspired by a true 
story, this book  relates the experience of a young Ameri-
can combat pilot who was shot down 
in Belgium during WWII,  rescued 
by people in the French Resistance, 
and hidden safely until his return to 
the United States.  Almost forty 
years later, he is now a widower and 
finds himself drawn back to Europe 
to search for those brave people who 
helped him escape.  It is a story of 
love, courage, and redemption. 
 

From time to time church members 
recommend books for our library.  
We now have several by the author 
Jodi Picoult, and Joyce Louden agreed to share her sum-
mary of two new additions to the library.  The following 
are her thoughts.: 
Picoult’s novels are fictional stories each with a moral is-
sue.  “Salem Falls” deals with a teacher/coach being 

falsely accused of a sexual crime and also involves some 
kids playing with witchcraft.  Ultimately this book resem-
bles the Salem Witch Trials.   
Picoult’s book, “Mercy”, addresses mercy killing.  A 

young woman dying from cancer asks 
her husband, who loves her dearly, to 
end her life.  If you were on the jury, 
would you find him guilty of murder or 
would you acquit him?  Both books have 
many intriguing issues including com-
munity and family reactions.

Some of those books will be displayed in 
the library window and inside the library 
during the month of November.  Any 
library books (with the exception of ref-

erence books) may be checked out for a month and re-
newed once.
